Graduate Student Directing Policy
Selection Guidelines

Applicants must have demonstrated basic skills in directing during the period of their residency within the department.  This requirement may be evidenced academically through the successful completion of Advanced Directing or by teaching courses in the performance curriculum.  It may also be evidenced through artistic collaboration with a member of the faculty by working as an assistant director or as a director for the New Play Series.

Upon acceptance of the proposal, graduate student directors are required to identify a faculty supervisor who will be actively involved in both the conceptual and rehearsal process. Directors will also be required to enroll in an appropriate course with the faculty supervisor, who will determine the precise terms of the course requirements beyond the production. Recommended terms may include but are not limited to the following: preparation of a conference presentation, completion of an article suitable for publication or generation of a research component essential to the completion of the MA thesis or PhD dissertation.

Finally, although due consideration will be given to students who have not been granted previous directing opportunities, it is inevitable that the final selection will be based on proposals that will enhance the overall season as well as the competency and preparation of the director.

Proposal Guidelines

Directing proposals must include the following information:

1. Statement of qualifications as stated in the selection guidelines

2. Brief plot synopsis of the proposed script

3. Casting requirements

4. Preferred venue

5. Production concept, with specific references that may impact technical, design or casting needs

6. Technical/ Design requirements (scenic, costume, lighting, sound)

7. Copy of the script
