DESCRIPTION OF CLASS:  To develop the skills and techniques needed in executing costume crafts, including millinery, corsetry, painting and dyeing, and embellishment. 

OBJECTIVES OF COURSE:  By the end of the semester the student will have:

1.Constructed, from scratch, a corset.  This will include researching the garment, developing the pattern, and stitching the corset.

2.  Developed the skills needed to build a buckram frame hat, a stretched buckram base, a straw hat and a blocked felt 
hat.  This will include pattern development, millinery stitches and exploration of materials 

 3. Constructed a hand-felted hat.  

 4.  Developed the skills needing in painting and dyeing and executed a project using these skills.

 5.  Explored the use of many different materials used in embellishment:  feathers, ribbon, flowers, etc.

ACTIVITIES AND REQUIREMENTS:

1.
In-class participation in daily exercises and demonstrations.

Completion of in-class projects.

3.
Completion of a corset, hats, a painting dyeing project, and other out of class assignments. 

ATTENDANCE

This is a studio course that requires a large amount of participation.  Attendance is mandatory and absences count against your grade.  You will be expected to come to class in in-class workdays.  These are not blow-off days.   Assignments will not be accepted late.  It is the student’s responsibility to catch up on anything missed as the result of an absence. 

The Theatre Department has many productions during the semester and as you have obviously shown and interest in theatre by signing up for this course, you should see some live theatre. WHAT A GRADE MEANS?

A-awarded for performance of outstanding quality.  Arrives to class on time.  Takes initiative on starting projects.  Retains knowledge of how to perform tasks and applies knowledge to other projects.  Excellent working attitude. 

B-awarded for superior, but less than outstanding performance.  Sometimes late to class.  Sometimes takes initiative on starting projects.  Retains knowledge of how to perform tasks but does not always apply knowledge to other projects.  Good working attitude. 

C-awarded for adequate performance.  Often late to class.  Takes time to start projects.  Sometime retains knowledge of how to perform tasks but rarely applies knowledge to other projects.  Okay working attitude.

D-awarded for performance that marginally meets minimum standards.  Frequently late to class.  Sometimes retains knowledge of how to perform tasks but does not apply knowledge to other projects.  Poor working attitude.

F-indicates a level of performance that is unacceptable.  Almost always late to class.  Does not retain knowledge of how to perform tasks and does not apply knowledge to other projects.  Extremely poor attitude.

SUPPLIES


For your major projects, you will have the option to build them for yourself or for the costume shop.  You will be graded the same way regardless of your choice.  If you choose to make something for yourself, you will need to purchase all the supplies.  The costume shop will provide a way of purchasing hard to find items, corset boning, boning tape, felt blocks, etc. This can get expensive.  Estimates for a medium boned corset are $30-$50.  Millinery supplies can be $20-50.  Be aware of these costs when choosing your projects.
