DESCRIPTION OF CLASS:  A beginning course in the methods of pattern drafting.  Methods explored include flat patterning, draping, and Theatrical patterning techniques.

OBJECTIVES OF COURSE:  By the end of the semester the student should be better able to:

WHAT A GRADE MEANS?

F-indicates a level of performance that is unacceptable.  Almost always late to class.  Does not retain knowledge of how to perform tasks and does not apply knowledge to other projects.  Extremely poor attitude.
